The monies earned by copyright
owners in this way are known as public performance royalties.

IMRO is also prominently involved in the sponsorship and promotion of music in
Ireland. Every year it sponsors a large number of song contests, music festivals,
seminars, workshops, research projects and showcase performances. Indeed, IMRO
is now synonymous with helping to showcase emerging talent in Ireland.
